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P r o m i s e s 

 
 Abraham Lincoln in his first inaugural address made this pledge: “I have no purpose, directly or indirectly, 
to interfere with the institution of slavery in the States where it exists. I believe I have no lawful right to do so, and 
I have no inclination to do so.” History smiles on this broken campaign promise and the “Great Emancipator’s” 
turn to deeper understandings of the moral covenant–even as we find ourselves, with Election Day looming, 
again thick into the season of promises and aware of our dependence on leaders who lead with integrity and a 
commitment to the good of others. 
 
 According to the political philosopher Hannah Arendt, promises kept are important to maintaining the 
fabric of human life: “Promises are the uniquely human way of ordering the future, making it predictable and 
reliable to the extent that it is humanly possible.” We would all likely agree this is true for the Church whose very 
life is built on promises. 
 
 First of all, the Church is built on the promises of God. Every time we come together to worship, we hear 
in the Scriptures again of the faithfulness of our covenantal God–that God has claimed us, forgiven us, called us 
to new life and provided the way for us to live into it.  Whenever we gather at the baptismal font we remember 
that “Christ joined himself to [humans] in their need and entered upon his ministry of reconciliation in the power 
of the Spirit.” And we remember that “the church becomes responsible for the training and support in Christian 
discipleship of all who are baptized” (Confession of 1967, 9.51). At the Table we enact the extent to which God 
in Jesus went in fulfilling his promises and equipping us to do the same as one body, Christ’s body in the world. 
We stake our claim on the steadfast love of God. And we affirm that God’s fidelity even to death makes human 
faithfulness possible in life.  
 
 Our Christian community is built around ever-deepening commitments. When we ordain elders and 
deacons and ministers in our worship, they make promises that lash them even more profoundly to following the 
way of Christ in self-giving to the community of faith and the world. And we promise, once again, to help them 
keep their promises and affirm that the Church is as strong as our will and ability to keep these commitments. 
 
 On November 19th, we will be reminded of yet another way that Christian community is built on promises 
as Rob and Maggie McAdams will renew their marriage vows to one another in the context of the community’s 
worship. This may be a new experience for many of you, although I know there are some whose weddings took 
place in the context of Sunday morning worship. Christian marriage has always been understood as an act of 
worship, and Session has blessed this act of renewal which is provided for in liturgies provided by the 
Presbyterian Church in the Book of Common Worship. 
 
 This will be a time of great joy, especially since Rob and Maggie’s promises when they first made them 15 
years ago were not spoken in the context of a worshiping community. But there are deeper truths here. Contrary 
to popular, romanticized notions of marriage as undying love between two people, we affirm a marriage cannot 
succeed without the goodwill and steadfast commitment and encouragement of a community that surrounds it.  
 
 My prayer is that the witness of Rob and Maggie’s recommitment to their promises will once again draw 
us to remember that commitment to our own promises of love and goodwill toward others are the only way we 
can make it in this world. And even more, may we in all our promises remember all that God has given for us, 
and find evermore reason to live as thankful people.

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Wouldn’t You Rather Eat Fresh,  
Locally Grown Food? 
 
 The Chinese Moon Festival is traditionally celebrated 
with round foods, so a couple of weeks ago I headed to the 
grocery store with a shopping list that included oranges and 
grapes.  It wasn’t until I was home unpacking the bags that I 
noticed the oranges had journeyed from Australia while the 
grapes had come from Chile. Combine that with the noodles 
from Hong Kong and the bag of toasted peas from Indonesia, 
and our celebration table was a literal smorgasbord of 
international foods.   
 
 In fact, that is more the norm than the aberration in the 
U.S. today.  On average, any particular food item travels 1,300 
miles before finding a dinner plate to rest on.  One thousand 
three hundred miles.  I was shocked when I first heard that 
statistic — a number that hides within it a multitude of 
implications: 

� The resources that were consumed to float, fly and/or 
drive that distance; 

� The number of days from harvest to grocery shelf; 
� The likelihood that my $5.18 for a bag of oranges went 

into the coffers of a huge multinational ‘agribusiness’ — 
that the food was grown using intensive agricultural 
techniques that are simply not sustainable, that the 
person whose hands actually picked those grapes is 
paid subsistence wages . . .  

 
 A couple of years ago I started to learn a bit about 
‘Community Supported Agriculture’ — or CSA for short.  It is an 
idea that seems to be really catching on around the country as 
people search for ways to recreate their connection to food.  
Here is how it works.  Family-owned farms sell ‘shares’ of their 
harvest on typically a seasonal basis.  In exchange for the up-
front investment, the share purchaser receives a box of fresh 
produce (and sometimes other items like eggs or bread) weekly 
throughout the season.  
 
 It seems like a win-win situation.  CSA’s are about 
renewing a direct relationship between producers and 
consumers, about promoting sustainable farming–farming that 
accommodates present needs while preserving the resources 
that will enable future generations to flourish–and supporting a 
local farm family in exchange for truly fresh food.  Many CSA’s 
invite participants to seasonal events on the farm or to come 
help with the harvest — to experience a true connection with the 
food on which we depend.  Many offer various size shares to 
accommodate small or large families as well as recipes for those 
vegetables people may not be as familiar with. 
 
 Next year I anticipate our Moon Festival table may still 
include some oranges from Australia or some grapes from Chile.  
But I am hopeful that by then, this will be an exception in our 
home — not the rule.   
 
ACTION STEP . . .  
 
 If you are interested in exploring whether CSA’s are for 
you and your family, let’s talk.  A CSA farm may be willing to 
open a “food depot” — a central place where several share 
holders can pick up their weekly box of fresh produce — here in  
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Renton, if enough people sign up.  If a full box of fresh produce 
every week is too much for you, maybe there are others with 
whom you could share (you’d become joint share holders).  
Catch one of us after a church service or speak with Scott 
Anderson, if you’d like to explore how to bring fresh, locally 
grown food onto our dinner tables.

Got Questions — Let’s Find Answers 
Together 

 

Catechumenate is an interactive word based on the Greek 
for listening and echoing what we hear.  
 
 The Catechumenate is a process that is always 
gracious; it is communal and intended to be carried out in 
small groups. This process is where faith and formation 
meet, where we learn to live out the promises of our 
Baptismal Covenant. This is a public process that includes 
a series of events also called the rites of welcome and 
initiation before the worshiping community.  Participants 
are encouraged to ask all kinds of questions which lead to 
learning together in an environment where everyone is 
being formed in their faith. The Catechumenate is steeped 
in ancient tradition in which the way of Christian life and 
words from the Bible, creeds, Confessions, prayer and 
music are handed on to the participants — talking with and 
listening to each other.  
 
 The Catechumenate is not a better “pastor’s class” 
for new members; it is about building community, 
practicing hospitality, and spiritual formation. Many 
Presbyterians of the PCUSA believe God is calling us to 
recover through practice the rich and purposeful 
formation of the Catechumenate.  This model sets adult 
and youth inquirers into relationship with other Christians 
of mature faith and then gathers these inquirers and 
sponsors into small groups to engage in regular Scripture 
reading, prayer and service.  As they are engaged in this 
process, the inquirers are also intentionally incorporated 
into the life of a worshiping community in regular weekly 
worship and the everyday life of the community until they 
are ultimately welcomed into the church at baptism or 
reaffirmation of their baptismal vows and church 
membership.   
 
 The basic structure of the Catechumenate process 
looks like this:  
 
Got Questions: Inquiry 

1) A period of inquiry, beginning with basic 
questions of inquirers and ending with a 
commitment to seek baptism or a reaffirmation  
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of one’s baptism.  A time of welcoming and  
hospitality for all who come to worship with us.  

Stop, Look & Listen: Catechumenate 
2) A period of more structured faith formation 

Learning to Walk Wet: Preparation for Baptism or 
Reaffirmation of Baptism 

3) An intense period of baptismal preparation, 
traditionally coinciding with Lent 
Baptisms occur at Easter Vigil — reaffirmation of 

baptism at an alternative date 
Food for Life: Baptismal Living, the 50 days between 
Easter & Pentecost 

4) A period of exploration of baptismal living, 
traditionally during the season of Easter, 
answering questions, exploring where best to 
serve using all the gifts and talents we posses, & 
follow up in a retreat format.   

 
 This Catechumenate process will be presented to 
the Mission/Outreach Team in October and then 
hopefully adopted by the Session of St. Andrew as a new 
way of incorporating members into the body of Christ and 
St. Andrew Presbyterian Church.  A Catechumenate Team 
(5) will be formed, including the pastor, a coordinator, a 
Catechist (leader), an Elder from Mission Team, and a 
deacon for Hospitality.  In addition, for every catechumen 
or affirmer there will be a sponsor to walk this path of 
formation with them, nobody goes it alone.   
 
 We envision that this process will be as flexible as 
those participating, it will not be rushed.  At this point, we 
are planning to begin after the first of the year 2007.  
During this interim we will work on organization of the 
Team and the process of Catechesis; educate the 
congregation of St. Andrew by providing information in 
the form of articles in the Perspective, one on one 
conversations and any other opportunity that comes 
along; plan a training retreat for people interested in being 
sponsors and meet informally with all those expressing 
interest in becoming more intentional members of the 
Body of Christ and St. Andrew. We anticipate that this will 
not appeal to everyone, however, for those who are 
feeling the call to move more deeply into their faith this is 
a perfect opportunity for a safe, non-judging and 
potentially life changing experience.  If you have any 
questions please contact Dana Holstine, 425-228-2913.
